1. Sustainable agriculture

Research areas covered

Food security and food safety in the context of climate smart and environmentally friendly agriculture are among the major challenges the world community faces.
The call is in the field of sustainable agriculture and land based food, and the following topics are covered by the call:

· Food security and sustainable agriculture, including plant health and plant protection, animal health and sustainable exploitation of plant genetic and other natural resources

· Food safety and public health, including antimicrobial resistance (AMR) and pesticide residues in food and feed  
· Technological innovations to support climate smart and environmental friendly agriculture
A budget of up to NOK 20 million in total will be available from the RCN for allocation in Norway, and matching funding is available from China.

2. Integrated multi-stressor impacts on ecosystems

Research challenges

The overall pressure on ecosystems in Norway and China is increasing. Biodiversity loss is one of the major challenges the world community faces. Degradation of ecosystems leads to reduced ecosystem functioning and weakening of ecosystem services. Examples of stressors are land use change, climate change, ocean acidification, pollution, invasive alien species, harvesting, infrastructure and industry development, transportation, etc. 

The knowledge base on effects on ecosystem level is incomplete. There is a need for refocusing the research from individual species and single elements to ecosystems. Therefore, this call requests proposals focusing on multi-stressors on ecosystem level, and if possible, across different ecosystems. 

The call covers marine, limnic and terrestrial ecosystems, and this includes polar research. Research activities related to the third pole, namely the Himalayas accessible from the Tibetan plateau, are also considered eligible.
The call requests grant proposals on one or more of the following priority topics:

· Projects integrating several (at least two) different stressors

· Systematic methods for selecting and quantifying major stressors on an ecosystem or geographic area

· Causes, drivers and interactions between stressors

· Methods for mapping and quantification of combined effects

· Development of models and scenarios for elucidating stressors and relationships

Attempts will be made to ensure a balanced portfolio that reflects the scope of this field. 

A budget of up to NOK 20 million in total will be available from the RCN for allocation in Norway, and matching funding is available from China.
